contractor, lived in Marion (circa 1903-
1921). House here attributed to him;
he also designed and built structures
throughout the U.S. One of few
black architects to win federal
contracts for post offices and
housing. His work on federal housing
earned praise from First Lady
Eleanor Roosevelt. 1943.
